Re Year 11 Transition Days Tuesday 7 and Wednesday 8 July 2026 8.30am - 3.00pm

I am writing to invite your child to take part in our Year 11 transition days. This will be two days of events
and activities to welcome students to Allerton Grange Sixth Form and to support them in making a good
transition to Post 16 study.

The two transition days will take place on Tuesday 7 and Wednesday 8 July. Students will have a chance to
experience the expert teaching provided by our Sixth Form teachers, with two lessons in each of their
chosen subjects.

Students will NOT be allowed to leave school to purchase
food.

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e Students will not need to wear school uniform but should follow the dress code expectations listed
